• 87% have not done enough to prepare
• 14% have a 3-day supply of food, water, and 

meds
• 46% do not have a disaster supply kit
• 27% believe that the area where they live is 

likely to be affected in the next 1-2 years

• Goal: To increase the number of 
employees/individuals that have a family 
emergency plan and emergency supply kit. 

• Campaign includes: 
– A starter emergency supply kit 
– A 20 weeks to preparedness calendar
– A weekly shopping checklist (posted on intranet)

– A reminder email
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20 Weeks to Preparedness   
• By participating in this program: 

– You and your family will be prepared for any emergency.
• You will develop an emergency kit (home and vehicle)
• You will develop a family communication plan
• You will develop/test your home evacuation plan
• You will have copies of important documents and document contents 

of your home. 
– You will be self-sufficient during an emergency. 
– You will be available to respond/ participate in your 

employers emergency response plan. 
– You will improve your health, your families health and the 

health and well-being of our community during an 
emergency.
